Aims of PSHCE
The aims of PSHCE should reflect the school aims, for example,

'To provide every pupil with the opportunities to develop knowledge, skills and attitudes which enable them to become effective learners and effective citizens both within and beyond school’.
Teaching Objectives

Describe the ways in which PSHCE will achieve its aims.  Here they should be presented in quite broad terms - detailed objectives will be included in the schemes of work.

The objectives set out the ways in which PSHCE will achieve its aims.  One way to address these is to consider what are the skills, knowledge and attitudes with which children should leave the school. 

The National Curriculum Framework for PSHCE at Key Stages 1 and 2 has the following four objectives:

1. Developing confidence and responsibility and making the most of their abilities

2. Preparing to play an active role as citizens

3. Developing a healthy, safer lifestyle

4. Developing good relationships and respecting the differences between people.
At Key Stage 3 strands 1, 3 and 4 remain within PSHE and citizenship becomes a statutory subject with its own programme of study.
Curriculum Organisation

Community Links

Working in partnership with parents and carers and with the wider school community is an essential element of PSHE.
Assessment, Recording and Reporting

Outline the approaches to assessment used within PSHCE including pupils' self-assessment.

Review and Monitoring

Outline the role of the senior management and PSHCE lead in reviewing and monitoring PSHCE

Continuing Professional Development

State how staff, including support staff will receive support and development in PSHCE

Policy Review

· When will the policy be reviewed?

· Who is responsible for the review?

· Who else will be involved?

· What mechanisms/ process will be used?

Review and monitoring of PSHCE should be linked into the school improvement plan and should support the plan’s priorities.
